Want to Become A Notary?

To become a notary you need to make application for appointment, purchase supplies and be trained.  One can only become a Notary through a company like Texas Notary Public Association, as the Notary Division of the Secretary of State will not take applications for appointment direct.

THREE STEPS TO BECOME A NOTARY
1. Complete an application for appointment as a Public Notary.  You will find the application on this TNPA web site under the link “Notary Application.”  Print out the application and complete it in black ink or typewriter.  Caution:  (a) You must print your name exactly as you want to sign the application! (b) Make sure you sign the application exactly as you printed your name.  (c) Mail (not fax) the application with the original signature on it.  Combine the application with a TNPA Order Form to designate the form of payment of the Notary Bond (which will come from Capitol Surety Bond Underwriters Agency underwritten by Western Surety Company of Sioux Falls, South Dakota) and Filing Fee required by the State of Texas. (See Step 2)  DO NOT FAX THIS FORM UNDER ANY CIRCUMSTANCES!   IT MUST BE MAILED!
2. Complete a TNPA Order Form and order: a Notary Bond (which will come from Capitol Surety Bond Underwriters Agency underwritten by Western Surety Company of Sioux Falls, South Dakota), a Filing Fee, a Stamp of choice, an Official Record Book, Errors and Omissions Insurance policy (which will come from Capitol Surety Bond Underwriters Agency underwritten by Western Surety Company of Sioux Falls, South Dakota), as well as a Shipping and Handling Fee.  Print out a TNPA Order Form on this web site under the link “Order Supplies.”  Make sure you provide a physical mailing address as supplies are shipped by UPS.  Combine the TNPA Order Form with the Notary Application for Appointment (See Step 1).  DO NOT FAX THIS FORM UNLESS IT IS for SUPPLIES ONLY!
3. To obtain Notary Public training, determine where and when you want to attend one of the TNPA public notary training seminars.  You can find the schedule of seminars under the link “Calendar of Events” or the link “Notary Training Seminars.”  Once you have decided on a seminar, print out the registration form found under the link “Public Seminars.”
Complete the course registration form and do one or two things:  Fax the form immediately to reserve a seat in the class and / or include a copy of the registration with any forms mailed under Step 1 or Step 2 above.
